· Approximately 100 learner matches are going on at all times

· Learners can receive assistance with: reading, writing & math skills, English as an additional language, language proficiency testing, GED & grade preparation, employment specific terminology, trades math entrance exams, apprenticeship training materials, preparation for post-secondary courses, skills upgrading for employment enhancement, job applications & citizenship preparation.
